451-060 Badge Bar, 3" Diameter
MG TD, TF

About this bar...

Badge bars are among the most common of
all the accessories fitted to any British
Sports car. We made this bar for the TD &
TF to provide a place for your car club
badge collection and a place for your driving
lights — the second most common accessory
for British Sports cars. Normally, the
cylindrical spacers (1c,d, 400-100) sit
between the end of the frame extensions
and the backside of the bumper spring bars.
The mounting tabs on the badge bar fit
between the bumper spring bars and the
cylindrical spacers (1c,d) that ride against
the front frame extensions (1a, b).

But it doesn’t fit my car...

From time to time, we will get a call from a
TD or TF owner that feels the bar has been
made incorrectly because the mounting
holes don't line up with the holes in the
frame extensions.

It is easy to figure out where the problem lies because
the chassis diagram in the factory workshop manual
gives the precise center-to center spacing of the ends
of the frame (1a,b) where the bumper and the badge

bar attaches.
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Driving light mounting tabs

19 9/16”

The relevant section of Fig S.2 in Section S.3 of the manual has been reproduced here.(Fig 1)
The center—to-center distance between the mounting points is 19 9/16 inches. That is the dimension we
specify for the badge bar. The holes in the mounting tabs are also over-sized to allow for any slight variation
in the actual distance between the frame horns. Because we have designed our bar with over-sized holes,
you actually have some room to work with. If the badge bar we sent does not fit your car, check the
distance between the frame extensions as shown above. If it is not the factory specified 19 9/16”, that will
need to be sorted out before the bar can be mounted, or the mounting holes on the badge bar will need to
be enlarged to match your car. If that is done, paint the mounting tabs with a good primer to prevent rust.
The ends of the tubes are sealed with rubber plugs, and may be ordered if needed — ask for 2 of 280-285.
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Although every effort has been made to ensure the accuracy and clarity of this information, any suggestions that you may have that will
improve the information (especially detailed installation notes) are welcome.
